1.Introduction. Aims of the lesson.

Good morning, boys and girls. I am glad to see you. Let’s begin our lesson.

We know that animals are our friends. People cannot live without them. We know that thanks to the living creatures our civilization began. In many ways we are connected with them. We watch TV programmes about animals, we know a lot of famous animals and we have animals as pets at home. So, they play a very important role in our life. The knowledge about animals is absolutely necessary if you want to understand foreigners you speak with. Do you see how important the knowledge about animals is? Well, today we are going to revise all the material we have learnt about animals. (Our aims are to revise the names of animals, to recognize them by definitions. We are going to read the text about animal’s language. And we will watch your home presentations. With the help of Internet we will find out very interesting things about monkeys). (1 minute) – 11.16
2.Warming-up.

a) So, let’s start our lesson with bingo. Take your bingo cards and look at them. Each of you has a number of animals and plants. You are to guess them by definitions given by me. The person with the most points is a winner. (3 minutes). – 11.19
b) And now let’s revise zoo animals. Click on the icon on your displays and you will enter the game. Choose level in the Zoo. You are to name all the animals. Let’s start. Ok. You may escape the game. (2 minutes) – 11.21
3. Revision. Home presentations. (oral speech)

At home you  made a presentation about animals and plants. So, let’s watch it and comment on it. You have one minute to revise the sentences. Listen to each other very carefully and be ready to answer my questions and to correct mistakes if there are any. Tell me please, what’s the Russian for: 1. scientists; 2.including people; 3. a plant; 4. different;  5. new kinds; 6. every year; 7. oceans; 8. deserts; 9. mountains; 10. cold tundra plains; 11. domesticate; 12. civilization began (pupils speak in turn than find English equivalents for the suggested English words and expressions). (3 minutes) – 11.24
4. The main part. Presentation. Practice. Production. (reading)
That was really nice. And now we can start working with the text. 
1. Look at these words and think of the main idea of the text. First of all listen to my commentaries on these key-words (When hens make clucking noise they say their chickens that they have found food for them. When a bear sees scratches on the tree high above its head, a bear understands that it’s  another bear’s territory. When a deer puts its tail up, it warns its fawns about danger. Think of the title of the text. (pupils watch words on the big screen and make suggestions). Read them and choose the best title of the text: 1. Animals communicate like people. 2. Do animals communicate with each other?  3. We cannot understand the signs of animals. So, what is your choice? Why can’t we choose title 1 and title 3? The title of our text is “Do Animals Communicate With Each Other?” And now we start reading the text: Do animals communicate with each other? (3 minutes) – 11.27
2.Look at your displays and find the icon “English 8 form”. Click twice on it. All unknown words you may look up in the vocabulary list after the text. While reading the text you should underline key-words. (пометки на полях) (5 minutes) – 11. 32
3. I will read the sentences and you should translate them, use your vocabulary list:

So let’s revise it. Answer my questions, please: 1. Who made the clucking noise? Why? 2. What did bear see near the cave? 3. When did all of the deer run into the forest? 4. What information do animals exchange? 5. Do animals have their communication system? (8 minutes) – 11.40
5. Emotional period
Well, you know that there are a lot of famous animals on TV, in books, in cartoons. So what famous animals do you know? (pupils answer). Right you are. And now we are going to listen to the song and watch a cartoon. Your task is to choose the true sentences on the 2 page of the file. Find task 2 and read the sentences. You should find out if they are false or true. Read them, please. What is …? Let’s start watching the cartoon. Task. Find True sentences about animals in the song. Underline them:
1. The owl was sitting in the tree.

2. The parrot was eating.

3. The dog was looking at another dog.

 (Listening and watching). (pupils answer). (4 minutes) – 11.44
6. Using the Internet Resources (Reading and Listening)

That was very nice. And probably, the most famous zoo animal (what do you think?) is a monkey. And a lot of words and expressions are connected with this animal. In Russian they may sound like this: корчить обезьяну, мартышкин труд, обезьянничать и т.д. Now we are going to listen to an American program and then label pictures with monkey phrases. The meaning of these phrases you’ll understand better with the text, that you can see on the page from InteRnet. Look at the page number three and you’ll see the text downloaded from the Internet. Now you are to listen to the program “Words and Their Stories” and follow it with the help of the page from Internet. The words in bold types are for you to draw your attention.  (listening 4, 5 minutes). So, let’s start labeling our pictures. (pupils watch the pictures on a big screen and label them together).
